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Exposures Disturb Students

"Don’t," advised Hartzler
Library Circulation Manager
Bonnie Bowser to anyone that
might be considering exposing
themselves in public.

Since the beginning of this fis-
cal year, at least three incidents of
public exposure are raising con-
cerns that such events are becom-
ing a trend. Also, some students
are questioning the reliability of the
campus security force.

Senior Laura Miller said she
was in the library on Oct. 30 when
she saw a man outside the window
looking at her and masturbating.
Though it was dark outside and
there was a glare on the window,
Miller remembers the offender as a
white male in his late twenties
wearing a hood.

"It’s inappropriate that [the
indecent exposure] has gone on
this long," said Miller, who
believes that the police may not be
responding to such incidents ade-
quately.

Nearly two weeks ago, resi-
dents in Park Woods saw a man
masturbating on the porch outside
their apartment. Senior Joanna

Doyle, who was visiting the apart-
ment that evening, confronted the
man.

"Excuse me sir," said Doyle to
the offender, "could you do that
somewhere else?"

Immediately after the inci-
dent, people went out to see if they
could catch him and saw him in the
bushes, but he left before the city
police got there.

“Excuse me, sir, could
you do that somewhere
else?”

Park Woods resident and
Senior Heather Horst said the
response of the city police was sim-
ply to drive by through the area
several times. The police do not
seem to have consulted the apart-
ment residents to get a description
of the offender.

Horst said that when she
called the EMU security officer on
duty at the time of the Park Woods
incident, he claimed that Park
Woods was not under the jurisdic-
tion of EMU’s security and refused
to intervene. This was a mistake,
said Director of the Physical Plant

Eldon Kurtz, who maintains
EMU’s contract with law enforce-
ment services. According to Kurtz,
the officer was new on the job and
had not yet learned all the details.

Kurtz said that at least one
other incident of indecent exposure
occurred on campus in the last few
months. A man exposed himself to
several women walking on the
track, but he retreated when one of
the women confronted him.

Said Kurtz, "We’re concerned
about these kinds of incidents and
we would request the support of
community members to apprehend
the subjects." Kurtz believes that
people who expose themselves in
public are often seeking a "shock
response”" in which people see,
look away and do nothing.

"Try and overcome your
instinctive shock response and look
at the person and get a good
description . . . and immediately
report it," said Kurtz. He points out
that the powers of the EMU securi-
ty officers are limited in some
ways.

For example, EMU security
officers are not allowed to carry
weapons or to make arrests,
although they can "detain" suspects
for formal arrest by the city police.

Huber is an avowed Democrat. He said, "I feel
Democrats are somewhat more concerned about the
poor...however, I don’t vote for someone just because
they are a Democrat."

"You can be a good citizen and vote, you can be a
good citizen and not vote," Huber said. "I just don’t like
to see the politics in my church, my state, and my country
and it’s making me cynical."

It is this reason that he says some people, especially
some Mennonites, don’t vote. ""Voting puts a man in office
and that person does the dirty work. Some feel responsi-
